The Kama Sutra was written for the nobility of
ancient India, by a nobleman. Vatsyayana
thought of life as consisting of dharma, artha, and
kama. Dharma was the acquisition of religious
merit; artha was the acquisition of wealth; and
kama was the acquisition of love or sensual
pleasure. These ideals are not that
dissimilar from the codes we live by
today.

It is thanks to these imported
Arabian ideas that, in the period after the
Crusades, we in the West learned the secrets of

how to make love well.

THE PERFUMED GARDEN

[t wasn't until Vicrorian rimes, however, that

any written volume reflecting the ancient and
highly imaginative Arabian erotic culrure
appeared in the West. The Perfumed Garden is a
translation of an old Arabic manuscript found
around the mid-1800s in Algeria by a French offi-
cer stationed there. The author of the

original manuscript, Sheikh Nefzawi, probably

lived in 16th-century Tunis.

When, on later pages, you read some of the
details from The Perfumed Garden, you will be
aware that Sheikh Nefzawi was a man who
possessed far greater knowledge of human
anatomy and sexual response than did the early
Hindus. Perhaps this isn't surprising considering
that the Arabs were famed as doctors and could
be found at work in many outposts of the Old
World. In practical terms, much of Sheikh
Mefzawi's advice is well grounded and based on
common sense, although it is not always accu-
rate—for example, he recommends that some sex-
ual positions be avoided in that they “predispose
for theumatic pains and sciatica.”

Although he may not actually have identified
the area we now call the G-spot, he still had a
good idea thar certain sex positions produced par-
ticularly pleasurable sensations in women. It soon
becomes clear that Sheikh Nefzawi himself must
have been very sexually experienced.

The Perfumed Garden, like the Kama Sutra,
deals with more than just the mechanics of sex.
Sheikh Mefzawi also writes about sensual foods,
aphrodisiacs, and the types of men and women he
perceives as sexually desirable.

The Perfumed Garden was the third of Sir
Richard Burton's publications for the Kama
Shastra Society (shastra means “scripture” or
“doctrines,” and the Kama Shastra Society
existed to translate rare and important rexrs
concerned with love and sex). The original text
of The Perfumed Garden includes a large section
on homosexual practices, which Burton diligently
translated. He had just completed this chapter on
homosexuality when he died (on Ocrober 20,
1890Q), and his wife, who was opposed to the

project, threw the new translation into the fire.



All was not lost, however, because Burton's
colleague, Dr. Grenfell Baker, managed to repro-
duce much of the marerial from conversations

that he had had with Burton before his death.

THE TAO

The Tao, which makes up the last part of this
book, is a collection of ancient Chinese wisdom.
[t predates the previous three books, in that this
science of life was developed so early as to

precede the traditions of ancient Egypr, India,

and Greece. The Tao is a wisdom that

consists of eight pillars: philosophy,

revitalization, balanced diert,
“forgotten food"” diert, healing
art, sexual wisdom, mastery,
and success. Taoist sexology
promotes the use of sex and
sexual energy to improve

health, harmonize

relationships, and increase spiritual realization.
You can find some Tao training programs for
increasing your sexual energy in my previous
book, The Ultimate Sex Book.

Taoist thinkers believe that sexual stimulation
should be protracted in order to reach the
highest levels of arousal. In the last pages of this
volume, | have included a selection of the classic
Tao sexual positions, so that we can see them in
contrast with the others. Many varied sex posi-
tions are recommended within the Tao, and their
purpose is mainly to promote the flow of sexual
health and energy. A lot of them differ from the
Hindu and Arabic poses, and this reflects differ-
ences in the way the Chinese actually viewed sex.
Think, for example, abour the names of some of
the sex positions. There's The Galloping Horse,
Butterflies in Flight, Swallows in Love, Silkworm
Spinning a Cocoon. These are intensely visual
descriptions and it is clear that the ancient
Chinese perceived lovemaking as an art form. By
understanding this perception, we can begin to

feel beautiful about ourselves as sexual people

and positive about loving our partners.

USING MY KAMA SUTRA

The original Kama Sutra text dealt with a lot more than just sex,
but in this book, | have concentrated on the information that
relates specifically to sexual foreplay and lovemaking and, where
necessary, | have supplemented it with suggestions of my own. For
example, | was rather surprised to see that the art of massage

wasn't mentioned in the original Kama Sutra, and 1 have included

a section on sensual massage (see pages 34-39) on the
grounds that it is always a wonderful way to begin
lovemaking. Moreover, in the final chapter of the
book, I discuss another subject that the Kama Sutra
never tackled: safer sex. Using a condom is an essential
part of modern sex, but rather than viewing it as a
chore, | have described ways to make it an integral and

erotic part of lovemaking (see pages 154-5).

On the pages based on the Kama Sutra and other ancient love
books, the rext set in italics is an interpretation of the original
texts, and my accompanying text, set in a plain typeface, is a
commentary that aims to place that interpretation in a modern
context. Any additional information thar I think complements

the text is set in boxes.

The first chapter of this book provides an insight into the ancient
Indian atritudes about courtship and foreplay, and | have
written my own versions of these rituals and the way that
we use them today. In the next rwo chapters, we move on
to such dertails as embracing, mutual

grooming, and kissing the lips.

Leaving marks on each other’s skin is not a practice we endorse

today, yer the idea that pleasure can sometimes be close ro
the experience of pain is not so alien to us. Try to keep
an open mind when reading the section on scratching
(see pages 40—41). All the practices described in the
Kama Sutra are open to interpretation, and we can

often modify them to meet our own needs.

Who would have thought there are so many differ-

ent types of kisses? And does it really marrer? I think

it does. Different types of kisses have different mean-
ings. Light, sensitive kisses are provocative and can

set the scene for lovemaking; deep rongue kisses can be
as erotic as sex itself. The pages on kissing and mouthplay
(see pages 46-63) should help you assess and adapt your

own technigues.

Most of this book is, however, devoted to sex positions

(see pages 66—149). Because the Kama Sutra offers a

limited choice, | have supplemented those it describes with
positions from other ancient love texts, including the Ananga
Ranga, The Perfumed Garden, and the Tao. If the positions are
very athletic, or seem difficult, I don't hesitate to say so! [ just
hope they will inspire you to achieve new heights of ecstasy

Noe for
nothing does the Kama Sutra recommend remedies fon
improving the breath. Fortunately, there is a wide range of
breath fresheners on the marker, and they are probably more

effective than the betel leaves suggested by Vatsyavana

THOSE WHO SUFFER from bad breath are often unaware of

the problem—sometimes because their partner does no

want o mention it. If you suspect you may be suffering from

it, ask your partner to be honest with you. However, when

bad breath is serious and constant, the sufferer should seek
medical advice rather than

simply disguising the problem.

THE EROGENOUS ZONES

It is said that the most potent sexual organ is the brain. The most
obvious meaning of this wise dictum is that, without the free play
of the imagination, sex can become a soulless and mechanical
activity. Male or female, what good lovers have in common is a

sensitive and imaginative appreciation of those parts of the body

that are rather clinically referred to as the erogenous
zones. Perhaps we should call these the pleasure zones,
for it is by tapping their erotic potential that you can
complement the more extreme joys of which the body
is capable. No one who is sexually active would deny
that the genitals are one of the primary erogenous
zones, along with the brain and the skin, But to

concentrate on them to the exclusion of the body's

myriad other pleasure zones is like eating part of a well-
balanced meal and leaving the rest.

The classic books on Eastern sexual pracrice share an awareness
of the pleasure zones. They speak of these in terms of kissing and
touching. Of the kiss, for example, the Kama Sutra says that the
places where it should be applied include the lips, the inside of the
mouth, the forehead, the cheeks, the throat, and the breasts. Most

THE SENSUAL SKIN

The skin is the largest organ of the human body, richly endowed with
sensitive nerve endings that respond to the lightest touch and the smallest
changes in temperature or pressure. For example, on average there are
about 1,500 sensory receptors, including touch-sensitive nerve endings, in
every square inch of a woman's skin. The skin's sensitivity to stimuli varies
from one part of the body to another, and the erogenous zones are among
the areas that are especially sensitive to rouch.

While it is often rempting
to preface your lovemaking with a lavish meal, or even worse, with
a surfeit of alcohol, neither will do anything for vou and your part-
ner, whether just one or both of you have indulged. Lovemaking is
usually best on a satisfied but not overfull stomach, and certainly

with a clear head.

FOR LOVE

Despite the differences between the
modern world and the India of the
Kama Sutra, when we are preparing
for lovemaking we would do well to
follow the advice of Vatsyayana, who
tells us that the room, “balmy with
rich perfumes, should contain a bed,
soft, agreeable to the sighr, covered
with a clean white cloth, low in the
middle part, having garlands and
bunches of flowers upon it, and a
canopy above it, and two pillows, one
at the top, another at the

bottom. There should also be a sort
of couch besides, and at the head of
this a sort of stool, on which should
be placed the fragrant cintments for
the night, as well as flowers, pots
containing collyrium and other
fragrant substances, things used for
perfuming the mouth, and the bark
of the common citron tree.”

called a pressing embrace.”

MiscHIEVOUSLY LUSTFUL behavior of this sort is, like the
Rubbing Embrace, common among young lovers, Being

pinned against a wall by a lover is something few people

would object to.




EMBRACING AND LOVEMAKING

Vatsyayana divides the four embraces that are given at “the time of
the meeting” into two groups. The Twining of a Creeper and
Climbing a Tree are used when the lovers are standing bur not in
sexual union, while the Mixture of Sesamum Seed with Rice and the

Milk and Water Embrace are adopted during congress.

MUTUAL GROOMING

Although the Kama Sutra indicates that bodily cleanliness should
not be overlooked by lovers, it says nothing of mutual grooming.
Culrural differences probably account for what many today would
regard as an omission: lovers can enjoy a great deal of shared
pleasure in preparing for lovemaking. This preparation can include
taking a bath or shower together, shaving the man’s face, and
washing, drying, and brushing each other’s hair. Mutual grooming
is by no means an indispensable ritual, but by delaying the con-
summation of love, and focusing the couple's attention on each
other's attractions, it can heighten the anticipation of

pleasure. It also encourages feelings of tenderness, trust, and

SHAVING IS NOT JUST for men, because many
women shave their legs and armpits and some
shave off their pubic hair; some people find a
hairless pudendum very eroric. If a woman
shaves her pubic hair, she will need ro shave it
regularly, because new growth will soon be

strong enough to irritate her parrner’s skin.

sex. Perhaps the situation recalls childhood feelings of being

cared for—it is cerrainly both

reassuring and expressive

of tenderness.
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SENSUAL MASSAGE

Massage is not described in the Kama Sutra, but for thousands of
years it has been valued as a means of soothing away tiredness and
tension. And yer, because we link touch with sex, we tend to steer
clear of touching each other for fear of being misunderstood. This
habit can even extend, inappropriately, to our partners, so that we
concentrate on purely sexual expression, avoiding any systematic
sensual touching. By ignoring the power of massage, many lovers
miss out on a source of great pleasure as well as a

means of making the body much more receptive

and relaxed for lovemaking.
Whether or not it is intended as a

prelude to making love, the aim of sensual
massage is maximum relaxation, and so

it is important to create a peaceful and
comfortable setting. A large bed with a
firm mattress, or even a sheer on the floor,
will be suitable. Place pillows or cushions
under your partner’s neck, small of the back,
and ankles. Make sure that rhe room is warm
and softly lit, and try to ensure that you will
not be interrupted. You can use these massage
moves individually, combine two or more of
them, or build them all into a full
sequence, starting at the feet and

working up to the head.

With your hands gently curved,
knead the flesh with a smoeoth,

PETRISSAGE

Mowe the balls of your fingers or
thumbs in a circular motion o
soothe away any muscular rension
along the spine. Do not, however,
massage the spine itself,

HackiNG

Giving a series of brisk chops with
the side of the hand, as in karare but
gentler, is known as hacking. Keep
your fingers relaxed rather than seiff,

TAPOTEMENT aAND CUPPING
Tapotement involves drumming with
a light rapping action. Cupping is
pounding the body with alternate
hands that are cupped with fingers
together and thumbs folded in.

Whichever massage technique or
stroke you use, always keep your
movements ever, rhythmic, and
symmerrical, and follow each one
through where appropriate, Always
use a suitable oil (see page 37), and
agree with your partner on the
amount of pressure to be used, since
this should always be a matter of
pleasure for vou both. Also, you
should learn o forgo your own necds
temporarily and concentrate instead
on your partner’s enjoyment. By
doing so, you will artain the prized
goal of being able o give and receive
pleasure fully.




USING MASSAGE OIL

All massage oils work best when they have been
prewarmed by rubbing them for a few seconds
between the hands. Used cold, they come as a
shock to the skin. OQil each area before you
attend to it rather than oiling the whole body
first: apply a small amount to the part you intend
to massage, and rub it into the skin with smooth
but firm strokes. After the massage, the oil
can be left to soak into the skin.
Alternatively, it can be removed by
wiping gently with a towel or, more
effectively, with rubbing alcohol,
although as this must be used cold
it can break rhe spell.

MASSAGE FOR

You can make love better when your
bady is loosened up by a massage, but
if your want o use massage to arouse,
rather than just o relax cach other,
switch from the more vigorous tech-
niques o very gentle actions. For
example, mracing a line with the fin-
gertips back and forth across the nip-
ples and chest, or the lower
abdomen, can be far more exciting
than the more forceful movements of
conventional massage.

Many other areas respond to an
insistent, "feathering” touch; these
include the earlobes, the sides and
nape of the neck, the insides of the
arms and thighs, the navel, the but-
tocks, the calves, and the toes. You
need not restrict yourself to using
your hands: lic on your partner and
rub your body against his or hers, or
use your feet and toes to explore hid-
den crevices and provide each of you
with novel sensations. If the right
chemistry exists between a couple,
almost every area of the body is high-

Iy sensitive to the erotic touch of
the lover and can be stimulated so
as to give pleasure and
heighten anticipation.

THE UPPER BACK

When vou massage the upper back, work on the muscles between

the shoulder blades and at the base of the neck. Then bring

your hands back down, massaging your partner’s sides with
your fingertips. Knead the shoulders and, reducing the

pressure, the back of the neck.



SCRATCHING

While acknowledging that lovers often use their fingernails to
express passion on parting or meeting, or on reconciliation after a
quarrel, the Kama Sutra says that pressing and scratching with
them during lovemaking are techniques restricred to those who
find them pleasurable. In the India of the Kama Sutra, as in other
cultures before and since, marks of passion on a young woman's

breast or throat served to tell the world that she was spoken for.

Such marks excite admiration, Vatsyayana explains, so

that “even when a stranger sees atr a distance a young

woman with the marks of nails on her breast, he is filled
with love and respect for her.” The same goes for a man
bearing nail marks. Marks are also exchanged, says the

Kama Sutra, to remind lovers of each other when they are

apart: “If there be no marks of nails to remind a person of

the passages of love, then love is lessened in the same way

as when no union takes place for a long time.” Wives, however,

THE RITUALIZED BLOWS
OF LOVE

The Kamna Swra discusses
various ways in which harm-
less ritual seriking can be
used by both partners to
express their feelings and
heighten excitement before
and during intercourse. Four
kinds of Klows are described,
using the back of the hand;
the fingers, slightly con-
tracted; the fist; and the
palm of the hand. The
blows are most effective on
the shoulders, the head, the
space between the breasts,
the back, the midriff, and
o the sides.

Modem lovers might aell

wse fight blows on cach other
spomtaneosly, but violence 15
a very taboo suhject in owr
society—peaple are afraid of
it, and with good reason. And
althavgh the Kama Sutra sug-

The power that her hair exerts is reciprocated when,
by praising and fondling it, her partner arouses feelings of desire in
her, which he then undertakes to satisfy. In Vatsyayana's time,
long hair would have graced women and men alike. Now as then,
it is a valuable asset in love play. Pubic hair can also feature in the
prt‘fil‘ni!mriur‘. to lovemaking, and for lovers, the sight and feel of
each other’s pubic hair heralds the imminent joys of intercourse.
But fondling the pubic hair need not be confined to foreplay, for
after lovemaking it can reciprocate tenderness just as eloquently
as it can signal the desire to make love again. It should be rouched

When either the man or woman “takes both the lips of the other
between his or her own, it is called a clasping kiss. A woman,
however, only takes this kind of kiss from a man who has no

mustache, And on the oceasion of this kiss, if one of them touches
the teeth, the tongue, and the palate of the other with his or her
tongue, it is called the fighting of the tongue. In the same way,
the pressing of the teeth of the one against the mouth of the ather
is to ke tracticed.”

HERE, WE HAVE the Kama Sutra describing what we would
nowadays refer to as French kissing, and the author makes it clear
that the initiative can come from the woman just as casily
as from the man. In this type of kissing, scrupulous oral hygiene

is, of course, essenrial.

A YOUNG
GIRL'S KIsSES

In his chaprer on kissing, Varsyayana
says that when a couple makes love
for the first time, kissing should be
done moderately, and not conrinued
for a long rime. He later lists the
places that should be kissed, then
describes three kinds of kisses that a
young gitl might give her partner,
The places to be kissed are, he says,
“the forchead, the eyes, the cheeks,
the throat, the bosom, the breasts,
the lips, and the interior of the
mouth. Moreover the people of the
Lat country kiss also on the following
places, viz., the joints of the thighs,
the arms, and the navel,”

However, he seems to have some
reservations about the kissing habirs
of the people of the Lar country,
because he then goes on to say,

“But Varsyayana thinks that though
kissing is practiced by these people in
the above places on account of the
intensity of their love, and the
customs of their country, it is not

fit to be practiced by all.”

He names the young girl's kisses
the Nominal Kiss, the Throbhing
Kiss, and the Touching Kiss, and
describes them as follows:

THE NoMixalL Kiss
“When a girl only rouches the mourh

FROM HIS DESCRIPTION of this kiss and of the Kiss That
Turns Away, it is clear that Vatsyayana had no problem
with the idea of a woman initiating sexual acriviry. Nearly
2,000 years later, however, many men still find it difficulr e
accept the woman taking the lead in lovemaking. Bur using
seductive kisses is often a very effective way of awakening
your lover and tumning him on, especially in the morning,
Whether or not it will work if he has fallen asleep after

making love is another question.

Although the lips and breasts are especially sensitive to the touch of the mouth, most parts
of the body, including the limbs, respond to kissing; in general, the closer to the genirals,
the more intense and irresistible the pleasure. There is no need for either partner to remain
passive, because body kisses can be enjoyed by hoth partners at the same time, especially if
they lie together head to foot. The Kama Sutra—without giving any details—says that,
according to where on the body it is given, the intensity of a kiss should vary: it should be

moderate, contracted, pressed, or soft.

Among the Kama Sutra’s many
descriptions of kisses is one called the
Demonstrative Kiss. It is given when

she be sitting, or when a woman is
shampooing her lover's body, places
her face on his thigh (as if she was
sleepy ) s0 as to inflame his passion,
and kisses his thigh or great toe.”

Another kiss deseribed is the
Transferred Kiss, which is when a
person “kisses a child sitting on his
Ly, or 4 picture, or an image, or
fipuire, in the presence of the person
beloved by him." A third bype, the
Kiss Showing the lntention, is when
aperson “kisses the reflection of the
person he loves in a mirror, in water,
oron a wall.”

BITING

In the Indian eroric tradition, biting is an important part of the
lover's repertoire, and the Kama Sutra caralogs the different kinds
of bites in detail. Bites can be given almost anywhere on the body
and range from a playful nip, more teasing than erotic, or sustained
sucking that leaves a pronounced mark (today probably the most
common definition of a love bite), to a forceful grip with the teeth
at the height of passion. Most couples find no place in their

lovemaking for this last kind of biting, and are
sensible not to, because ar orgasm the jaws
often go into spasm and clamp shut, and

can inflict a serious wound.

THE BITING OF
A BOAR

—— -

For marking the shoulder, the Kama Surra suggests
this bite, which it deseribes as consisting of “many
broad rows of marks near to one another, and with
red intervals. . This is impressed on the breases and
the shoulders; and these two last modes of bining are
peculiar to persons of intense passion.”

RESEARCH HAS REVEALED that women are given to
biting during lovemaking, while many men feel
somewhar ambivalent about it and even more

so about being bitren. [t has been suggested,

by way of explanation, that because
men are generally more muscular
than women, it comes more
narurally ro them to express their
passion through forceful bodily
gestures rather than by biting.



THE BROKEN CLOUD

The Kama Sutra describes this as the “biting which consises of
unequal risings in a circle, and which comes from the space
between the teeth," and specifies that these marks are to be
impressed upon the breasts.

MOST COUPLES WHO ENJOY giving love bites draw the line ar
breaking the skin, preferring to suck their partner's flesh,
often with the intention of leaving a mark as a token of
possession. This type of ricual biting, intended to raise the
skin into the spaces between the reeth, rather than o pierce
the skin, serves a similar purpose.

THE BITES
OF LOVE

The Kama Sueva lists eight different
types of ritualized biting for use in
lowvemaking. In addition o the
Broken Cloud and the Biting of a
Boar, these are:

THE HiDDEN BiTE

“The biting that is shown only by the
excessive redness of the skin thar is
birten, is called the hidden bite.”

THE SwoLLEx BiTE
“When the skin is pressed down
on both sides, it is called the

swollen hire,”

THE PoiNT

“When a small portion of the skin is
bitten with two teeth only, it is
called the point.”

THE LiNE OF POINTS

“When such small portions of the
skin are bitten with all the teeth, it is
called the line of points.”

THE CORAL AND THE JEWEL

“The biting that is done by

bringing together the teeth and the
lips is called the coral and the jewel.
The lip is the coral, and the teeth
the jewel.”

THE LINE OF JEWELS
“When biting is done by all the
teeth, it is called the line of jewels."

Varsyayana also specifies where on
the face and body these various bites
are to be used: "The lower lip is the
place on which the hidden bire, the
swollen bite, and the poinr are made;
again the swollen bite, and the coral
and the jewel bite are done on the
[left] cheek...Both the line of

points and the line of jewels are

to be impressed on the throar,

the arm pit, and the joints of the
thighs; but the line of points alone is
to be impressed on the forehead and
the thighs."




(CUNNILINGUS

It is perhaps not surprising that the author of the Kama Sutra

expresses an ambivalent, even coy, attitude to oral-genital

b

contact. For even now, although oral sex is widely enjoyed
and more freely discussed than ever before, there are people of
all ages (including some who are otherwise sexually active) who
disapprove of cunnilingus and fellatio, or who at least never
practice them. In addition, while there are those who condemn
both, there are many others who disapprove of cunnilingus but are
s0 not so dismissive of fellatio. Their view echoes that of
Vatsyayana, who concentrates on the pleasure the man derives
from fellatio and covers cunnilingus very summarily. We cannot be
sure what his reservations about cunnilingus were, but
it is likely that the priority historically placed on the
man’s pleasure and the question of hygiene both

played a part. Nevertheless, many people nowadays ks dhifihe

have no such inhibitions and Kiss and lick her

While the Kama Sutra devores far more attention to fellatio than it

does to cunnilingus, its coverage of the former is nevertheless
strange from a modern point of view. Vatsyayana describes
Auparishtaka, or “mouth congress,” as an activity predominantly

practiced by eunuchs on their masters. He tells how eunuchs

“disguised as females” led the life of courtesans, whose
durties included fellario, while “eunuchs disguised as

males keep their desires secrer, and when they wish to do
anything they lead the life of shampooers.” Vatsyayana
goes on to explain how, under the pretense of shampooing

(washing and massaging the body), the eunuch fondles

and excites his master, evenrtually pleasuring him with

In most people’s minds, the words Kama Sutra evoke a beguiling blend of the exotic
and the erotic, conjuring up visions of large numbers of impractical, bizarre, or even
impossible lovemaking positions. In fact, the work describes only
about two dozen positions, and most of these are relatively easy to
accomplish if the woman is reasonably supple. [ts author,

Vatsyayana, lists eight basic positions that had been described by an

earlier writer, Babhravya, and attributes the descriptions of most of
the rest to another early author, Suvarnanabha. Most of these sexual positions
involve the woman lying on her back with her legs in a variety of postures, but later

in the Kama Sutra, Vatsyvayana suggests three woman-on-top forms of

lovemaking that should be used when a woman “acts the part of a man.”
He recommends that when a woman “sees that her lover is fatigued
by constant comgress, without having his desire satisfied, she

should, with his permission, lay him down upon his back, and give
him assistance by acting his part. She may also do this to satisfy

the curiosity of her lover, or her own desire of novelty.”

Achicvable only by the loosest of limb, this position is recom-
mended by the Kama Sutra as suitable for the “highest congress”
—lovemaking in which the vagina is fully open, ensuring
maximum penetration. Most couples who oy it, however, will
probably use it simply as a brief interhude between less
demanding postures. The position is named after Indrani,
the beautiful and seductive wife of the Hindu deity Indra.

He was the king of the gods m the early Vedic writings, and
also the god of rain and thunder.

I THINK WE HAVE TO assume that the Wife of Indra achieved
a sense of deep sexual tension from being bundled up into a
package. A woman can achieve considerable arousal by
tensing her vaginal muscles, which happens when the legs
are drawn up as close as possible to the bady. In the buildup
of sexual excitement, tension is vital. Orgasm is the relief of
sexual rension, and without encugh tension, it is very hard
and sometimes impossible to achieve, The areas around the
pelvis, in particular in the thighs and buttocks, fill with
sexual tension, and ir is
possible to aid and enhance climax by deliberarely building
such rension. Bioenergetic exercises, such as flexing the
thighs and buttocks or practicing the Kegel exercises (see

page 77), can help in building up sexual rension.

THE POWER OF TOUCH

Touch is an important and enhancing aspect not only of sexual relationships but
also of many other forms of human contact. For example, patients in comas respond
positively to routine touch by nurses, and research shows that babies who are
touched often are soothed more easily, and are likely to show better emotional and
physical development, than those deprived of frequent touch.

SIDE-BY-SIDE CLASPING POSITION

For the gentle, relaxed, side-by-side versiom of the Clasping Position (see opposite), the Kama
Surra suggests that the man should always lie on his left-hand side and the woman on her right,
bt the choice of sides is vours.

SUCH A CLOSE, LOVING embrace is highly reassuring, especially in the early days of a
sexual relationship when lovemaking can be a cause for anxiety. Just the act of wrapping
yourself lovingly around your partner and keeping it at that for a while can allay any
anxieties, giving a comforting, unhurried stare to being sexual together. A couple in an
established relationship will also find grear pleasure and reassurance in adopting this
position when they make love. Its gentle intimacy will allow them to express and thus
reinforce their feelings of loving renderness toward each other.

THE CHAKRAS:
CENTERS OF ENERGY

The idea of the chakras was already
in existence at the time the Kama
Swrra was written and is still very
much alive taday. The chakras are
centers of energy that occur at seven
points in the astral body, which the
yogis believe surrounds the physical
body. Six chakras are located along
the equivalent of the spine in the
physical body, while the seventh
crowns the head. Sexual activity is
one way of arousing the awesome
energy known as kundaling, which lies
dormant—and is therefore often
depicred as a coiled serpent—at the
base of the spine, in the Muladhara
chakra. A person trained in yoga can
direct this force from chakra to
chakra, revitalizing body and spirit
alike. Throughout yogic history,
adherents have regarded the ability
to arouse and control the flow of
kundalini as a means of achieving
moksha, or release from the cyele of
life and death (the word also
describes the female orgasm).

THE RISING POSITION

The PC {pubococeygenl) muscle
exercises most commonly used to
tone vaginal response are named
after Dr. AL H. Kegel, the American
gynecologist who popularized their
use. You can do these simple but very
effective exercises anywhere and ar
any time—in the office, in the home,
in the garden.

To find your PC muscles, practice
stopping the flow of your urine next
time you go to the bathroom. The
muscles that you use to stop the flow
are the PC muscles. Practice stopping
the flow several times, to ger used to
controlling the muscles. Then lie
down, slip a finger into your vagina,
and contract the PC muscles again.
See if you can feel the contractions.
« The main Kegel exercise consists
of contracting the PC muscles for
three seconds, relaxing them for
three seconds, then repeating.

ANANGA RANGA
POSITIONS

The Ananga Ranga shares common origins with the Kama Sutra, but was written
up to 1,500 years later, probably in the late 15th or early 16th century. Therefore, it
is much closer in time to the Arabian classic The Perfumed
Garden, although it is culturally very different. The Ananga
Ranga was translated into Arabic; as a result, it exerted a strong
influence on the sexual attitudes of the Islamic world. The late-

medieval India of the Ananga Ranga was, like the Arab world,

much more ordered than that which produced the Kama Sutra. Sexuality was freely
expressed within and outside marriage in the time of Vatsyayana, but Kalyana
Malla, the author of the Ananga Ranga, reflected a rigid society that censured
extramarital sex. The major practical difference between the

two Indian classics is that the Kama Sutra was written for

lovers, married or otherwise, while the Ananga Ranga does

not question the sanctity of marriage and explicitly offers

instruction to the married man. Equally clear is the author’s

motive for writing the Ananga Ranga in the first place—to protect

marriage from the sexual tedium that, then as now, can so easily set in.

THE EFFECTS OF
AGING ON MEN

It is now believed that as many as
one in three cases of male sexual
dysfunction is caused by physical
problems, many of which are the
result of the aging process, We know
thar the effects of aging can include
damage o the arteries thar supply
blood to the penis, which may cause
impotence. Aging can also inflice
weakness of the valves of the veins
that hold the blood in the erect
pends, and this may cause loss of erec-
tion. In addition, it is likely that the
hormonal changes that are a part of
aging result in o lower sex drive and
less genital sensation.

There are methods of repair and
cure for some of these conditions;
any man experiencing such problems
should always seck medical advice.

SIDE-BY-SIDE POSITIONS are excellent for men who need
more friction during intercourse, The penis thrusts are felt
along the insides of the labia, which are pressed againse the
penis by the legs, so these positions also give the woman an
increased likelihood of arousal and orgasm. And if the man

pulls himself up a litele higher in relation to the woman's

body (that is, roward her head), he can ensure thar his

penis brushes against her clitoris. These positions are often
used as part of sex therapy for women who have had

difficulty achieving orgasms.

THE Four ORDERS OF
WOMEN—PART 1

Kalyana Malla, the author of the
Ananga Ranga, divided women into
four types, according to their
temperament. The first two of these
Four Orders of Women are the
Padmini and the Chitrini.

THE PADMINI

“She in whom the following signs
and symptoms appear is called
Padmini, or Lotus-woman. Her face
is pleasing as the full moon; her
body, well clothed with flesh, is soft
as the Shiras [a tall fragran treef or
mustard flower; her skin is fine, ren-
der, and fair as the yellow lotus,
never dark-colored, though resem-
bling, in the effervescence and pur-
ple light of her youth, the cloud
about to burst. Her Yoni [vulval
resembles the opening lotus bud, and
her Love-seed (Kama-salila, the
water of life) is perfumed like the lily
that has newly burst. She walks with
swan-like gair, and her voice is low
and musical as the note of the Kokila
bird [the Indian cuckoo]; she delightes
i white raiment, in fine jewels, and
in rich dresses.”

THE CHITRINI

*The Chitrini, or Art-woman, is of
middle size, neither short nor all,
with bee-black hair; thin, round,
shell-like neck; tender body; waist
lean-girthed as the lion's; hard, full
breasts; well-turned thighs and heav-

| ily made hips. The hair is thin about

the Yoni, the Mons Veneris being
soft, raised, and round. The Kama-
salila {(love-seed) is hot, and has the
perfume of honey, producing from is
abundance a sound during the
venereal rite. Her eyes roll, and her
walk is coquettish, like the swing of
an elephant.”

The Kama-salila mentioned in these
descriptions is the woman's vaginal
secretions, which were thowght to be the
female counterpart of the male’s semen.

They are
mainly positions with which to give the male a
treat, for it is the woman who tends to do all the
work. One of the grear strengths of the Indian
love texts, however, is thar although they always
appear to be written from a male poinr of view,
they are very fair, given rtheir era, in paving
attention to the sexual needs of both parmers.

SEXUAL TENSION AND
MULTIPLE ORGASMS

The American sex rescarchers
Hartman and Fithian recommend
that a couple aiming for multiple
orgasms should take intercourse slow-
ly; they should not do a great deal of
vigorous thrusting, but should let
their desire and response develop
gradually, withour pressure.

The reason is that in order o enjoy
multiple orgasms, men and women
need a far greater buildup of sexual
tension than they do for a single
climax. Toachieve that greater
buildup, time is needed o rease and
tantalize the senses, so 1t is unwise
to wear yourself out by treating your
lovemaking as a gymnastics session.

The various sitting positions sug-
gested by the Ananga Ranga can be
useful in this conrexr. Because they
do not allow for any vigorous thrust-
ing, they are not too tiring, and
they allow couples more control
over the buildup of sexual rension
than is possible with many
other positions.



THE PAIRED FEET POSITION
—
The man sits with his legs wide apare while the women lowers
hevself onto him, with her legs over his.

THE THREE ORDERS
OF MEN

Just as Kalyana Malla divided women
into four types, so he divided men
inte three: the Shasha, or Hare-man;
the Vrishabha, or Bull-man; and the
Ashwa, or Horse-man.

THE SHASHA

“The Shasha is known by a Linga
[penis] that in erection does not
exceed six finger-breadths, or abour
three inches [7.6 cm]. His figure is
short and spare but well-proportioned
in shape and make; he has small
hands, knees, feet, loins and thighs,
the latter being darker than the rest
of the skin. His features are clear and
well proportioned; his face is round,
his teeth are shore and fine, his hair
is silky, and his eyes are large and
well opened. He is humble in his
demeanor; his appetite for food is
small, and he is moderare in his
carnal desires. Finally, there is
nothing offensive in his

Kama-salila or semen.”

THE VRISHABHA

“The Vrishabha is known by a

Linga of nine fingers in length or four
inches and a half [11.4 cm). His body
is robust and tough, like that of a tor-
toise; his chest is fleshy, his belly is
hard, and the frogs linsides] of the
upper arms are turned so as to be
brought in front. His disposition is
cruel and violent, restless and irasci-
ble; his Kama-salila is ever ready.”

THE AsHwaA
“The Ashwa is known by a Linga
of twelve fingers or about six inches

| [15 ¢m] long. He is tall and large-

framed, but not fleshy, and his
delight is in big and robust women,
never in those of delicate form. He is
reckless in spirit, passionate and
covetous, gluttonous, volatile, lazy,
and full of sleep. He cares little for
the venereal rite, except when the
spasm approaches. His Kama-salila is
copious, salt, and goat-like."

WOMAN-ON-TOP POSITIONS

The Ananga Ranga gives details of three woman-on-top positions for use when the
man is tired or when he has not satisfied his partner. These positions are termed
purushayita-bandha, or role-reversal positions, and are fascinating because they
make it clear that women’s sexual needs were seen to be as important as those of
men. The methods suggested demonstrate an informed awareness of how a woman'’s
sexual response differs from that of a man. They are the forerunners of techniques

that are advocated by modern sex therapists.

AS IN SIMILAR POSITIONS, the woman can alter the angle of
her partner's penis to give herself the kind of stimulation
she wants; in particular, she can ensure that the G-spot (see
page 93) receives attention, She can also stimulate her
clitoris, and this, combined with her movemenr on the

penis, may well be enough to bring her to orgasm.

PERFUMED GARDEN
POSITIONS

In the male-dominated, North African culture of the late 15th century in which it was
written, Sheikh Nefzawi's The Perfumed Garden would have been regarded as
something to be hidden away from the womenfoll, a manual of
practical advice with which they had no need to concern themselves.
It provided ample instruction, often in highly poetic and evocative

language, on what a man could do to and with his wife or mistress,

but barely touched on her experience. Even though its outlook feels
dated, and perhaps even alien, The Perfumed Garden goes to the heart of the matter,
explaining a wealth of positions and techniques that will, in fact, deepen the experience
of lovemaking for man and woman alike. As more and more women are freeing them-
selves from the sexual stereotyping that has traditionally turned them into mere objects
of men’s desire, many are actively seeking ways in which to increase their oun sexual

pleasure. For them, the primary goal is to cast off the passive role and feel free to decide

with their partners what they want from sex. Exploring the positions on the following
pages, all inspived by The Perfumed Garden, should form part of that quest. The
Perfumed Garden describes |1 main lovemaking postures, and these are

followed by many more positions, including some from India and other cultures.

THE STANDING
POSITIONS OF LOVE

One of the difficultics with our
modern world of sex therapy and
marriage counseling is that we've
acquired some very limited ideas of
what constitutes good sex. Sexual
politics filter into the bedroom,
telling us. for example, that it's
wriomg to have sexual fantasies,
especially those where we are being
dominated by the opposite sex. [f a
sexual position doesn't do a lot for
the woman, then we are encouraged
to avoid it.

However, sex is not just about what
happens within our bodies, Sex
involves the use of the imagination,
it is enormously variable, and the ele-
ments that make it diverse and there-
fore continually interesting and
exciting stem from our emotional
involvement in it

The standing positions described in
The Perfumed Garden and the other
classic love texts bear witness to this.
Mouost people associate lovemaking
while standing with sudden passion,
with the inability to wait a minute
longer, with o kind of exhibitionism;
above all, with the sort of excitement
thar overtakes you to the point of
throwing caution to the winds,

And sometimes in sex, as in life, we
want to act on our impulses instead
of according to some kind of plan.
Impulses are part of the fun of life,
the element that makes it worth
going on. This is whar the various
standing positions are all abour.




THE RACE OF THE MEMBER

In the basic version of this position, which was inspived by hovseback viding, the man lies
with a large cushion wnder his shoulders and draws his knees up.

THE POSITIONS
OF THE TAO

Taoism is an ancient system of religious and philosophical belief whose foremost
proponent was Lao Tzu, who was born around 604 BC. Although its central text, the
Tao Te Ching, has traditionally been ascribed to Lao Tzu, scholars
now date it to some two centuries after his time, At the heart of
Taoism is the belief that ultimate harmony exists in the universe and
can be attained by following the Tao. The word literally means “the
path,” but in Tacism it also signifies the functioning

of the universe. To the Taoist, life is a balance of opposites in which
everything that occurs has an equal and opposite reaction.
Animating all that exists are twin forces: Yin, which is negative,
passive, and nourishing, and Yang, which is positive, active, and
consuming. The major component of woman's nature is
seen as Yin, while a man is predominantly Yang.
An imbalance exists between the sexes, so that
woman needs the male force and.mn needs the
female force. These forces are exchanged by
sexual union, and it is at orgasm that they are

at their most potent.






THE FOUR BASLC POSTIURES

In the Taoist book T'ung Hsiian Tz, the author, Li T'ung Hsiian, describes 26
positions for lovemaking, nearly all of which are variants of four basic postures.
These basic postures are the Intimate Union (man-on-top); The Unicorn’s Horn
(woman-on-top); Close Attachment (side-by-side and face-to-face); and

The Fish Sunning ltself (rear-entry).

THE TAOIST
PiLLow Books

Over many cenruries, probably
from as early as 2,500 years ago, the
wisdom of the Taoists concerning
sexual practice was enshrined in
“pillow books." OF these, the best
known is the T wng Hstian Tau,
written by the seventh-century
physician Li T ung Hstan,

Even today, the candid texts and
beaurtiful but very explicic illusera-
tions of the pillow baoks appear
pornographic to some Western eyes,
By contrast, to the Chinese who used
them they were indispensable puides,
not just to the mechanics of sex, but
to living a long and full life in which
uninhibited sexual expression played
acentral role.

Conversely, despite their candor
and explicitness, the Taoist pillow
biiks share some common ground
with the less liberated aspects of the
present age in excluding homosexual
and leshian pracrices. This exclusion
wis almost always justified on the
philosophical basis thar true sexual
union is the interplay of equal and
opposite forces as embodied in the
two complementary sexes. Similarly,
the books do not cover any form of
sadomasechistic pracrice.

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SAFER SEX

Although sexual diseases were already in existence by the time the
Kama Sutra was written, Vatsyayana makes no mention of them. People
have always sought to avoid such infections, but the practice of “safer
sex" is a very recent phenomenon. What has prompted this change in
sexual behavior is the dramatic spread of AIDS (Acquired Immune
Deficiency Syndrome). The term “safer sex” describes sexual acriviry
that is unlikely to expose the participants to infection by HIV (the
Human Immunodeficiency Virus), which is the cause of AIDS. The
basis of sater sex is avoiding the exchange of bodily fluids (semen,
vaginal secretions, and blood), because this exchange is the commonest
way in which the virus is passed on. The most effective way of
minimizing the risk of transmitting HIV infection during intercourse is
to use a latex condom

(see page 154) with a

spermicide containing

nonoxynol-9.

MINIMIZING RISK

When complete trust exists berween partners,
and each is confident enough of the other's

sexual history to be reasonably sure thar there is no
risk of HIV infection, safer sex is irrelevant. But
there is always the risk that any new partner
will be infected. New partners should always
practice safer sex. Blood rests for exposure

to HIWV can serve as an indicator that

infection is unlikely.



NON-PENETRATIVE SEX

As sensitive lovers know, penetration need not occur every time a couple has
sex. Dy kissing, embwacing, stroking, and massage all express
closeness eloquently and with minimal risk of HIV infection. Mutual
masturbation may be used in the same way, but to be extra safe the active
parener should not allow any semen or vaginal fluid to come into contact
with her or his fingers or hands in case there ave any cuts, abrasions,
or apen sores on them,

Ohal sex is a high-risk activiey, particularly if the bodily fluids it produces ave
swallowed. A degree of protection is provided by using a condom during
fellatio and a latex barvier { “dental dam” ) during cunnilingus, although
neither method is totally safe,

In accepring non-penetrative sexual activities as a valuable part of their
relationship, men and women who have any reason to suspect that they might
transmit the virus to each other will come to rely less on coital sex. When
intercourse does take place, they showld always use a condom.

HIV AND THE
DEVELOPMENT OF AIDS
When HIV gets into the blood-

stream, it artacks the immune syftem,
the complex mechanism thar engbles
the bidy to defend itself against Jlis-

ease. This damage eventually leafes

the body vulnerable to ather infdc-
tioms and linkle to contrace othedwise
rarc illnesses, including cerrain 1

ed by such illnesses, he or she is s
to have developed AIDS. It is thys
illnesses, not HIV infection irsel
that will eventually cause the degth
of a person with AIDS.

When a person is infecred with|
HIV, the virus will be present in his
or her blood. It will also be preseft in
the semen of infected males and |n
the vaginal secretions of infecred
females, Anyone coming into intj-
mare contact with these infecred
bodily fluids, as can happen during
unprotected sexual intercourse,
be at high risk of contracting the
virus themselves.

everyday contact with someone
is infected. For example, vou can
catch it by shaking hands wich ¢
or from their coughs and sneezes, |or
by touching objecrs they have usdd.




CONDOMS

The condom plays a central role in the practice of safer sex. Not only does it
substantially reduce the risk of HIV infection, it also offers effective protection
against other sexually transmitted diseases (and pregnancy). The main objections
to the use of condoms are that putting them on interrupts the flow of lovemaking
and that they reduce sensation for the man. The answer to the first problem is to
get into the habit of making the task an erotic experience for both partners and
an integral part of foreplay (see below). The second objection is to some extent
valid, but in any case, some loss of sensation is surely a small price to pay for

protection against HIV and other infections, including syphilis and herpes.

CHOOSING AND

Condoms must be of dependable
quality—for maximum safety, avoid
ubscure brands and fancy (especially
bumpy} patterms, and check the
use-by dace. Just as importantly, a
condom must be used correctly,
because if it is not tight it might slip
off the penis or leak semen into the
vagina during intercourse.

Condoms must never be reused,
and you should be careful to avoid
bringing them into contace with
oil-based products such as massage
oils and creams, baby oil, and
petroleum jelly (including Vaseline).
Condoms are made of larex, and rhis
material is damaged and weakened by
contact with oil: If you need to use a
lubricant, choose a water-based
product such as K-Y Jelly.

PROLONGING THE MOOD

Partners who genuinely care for each other will want to prolong the
unique closeness that lovemaking brings, by staying close emotionally
and physically. Having just reaffirmed a continuing intimate bond, some
couples find that after making love they can talk more easily abour things
that matter to them either as a couple or as individuals. It is important to
be able to communicate about what you enjoy most
about your sexual relationship, and indeed to feel free
to tell your partner if there is anything about vour
lovemaking that you would like to change. Some
couples talk about these things while making love,
while others find it easier afterward, as they look back
on the pleasures, and the occasional disappointments,
they have shared. Often, though, a couple will want ro

resume their lovemaking, in which case it might be

necessary for the woman to masturbate the man ro ger him erecr again. If
they do not intend to make love again, but the woman was not able to
reach a satisfactory climax, the considerate thing for the man to do would

The Kama Surra, mindful thar lovers
wish to prolong the special mood of
intimacy that lovemaking creates
between them, advises them on the
sensual delights they should share
immediately afterward. The details
have, inevitably, changed a lot over
the centuries, but the principles
behind Varsyayana's main recom-
mendations still make sense:

“Ar the end of the congress, the
lovers with modesty, and nor looking
at each other, should go separately o
the washing room. After this, sitting
in their own places, they should ear
some betel leaves, and the citizen
should apply with his own hand o
the body of the woman some pure
sandalwood ointment, or cintment
of some other kind,

“He should then embrace her with
his left arm, and with agreeable
words should cause her to drink from
a cup held in his own hand, or he
miay give her water to drink. They
can eat sweermeats, or anything else,
according to their likings, and may
drink fresh juice, soup, gruel, extracts
of meat, sherbet, the juice of mango
fruits, the extract of the juice of the
citron tree mixed with sugar, or any-
thing that may be liked in different
countries, and known to be sweer,
soft, and pure.”
